Pursuit was founded as a non-profit organization with a
purpose and philosophy that is unique among soccer
clubs in the Houston area. We firmly believe that the
purpose of soccer is to help a young girl grow into a
complete soccer player with great individual and team
skills; at the same time, however, we want the
environment to help her grow into a complete person.
Life is a team sport and the athletic fields are a
wonderful place to learn many of life’s important
lessons. Lessons like the value of hard work, courage,
perseverance, passion, character, class, confidence and
teamwork are not taught in a school book, on TV, or in
a video game. Pursuit Soccer Club will provide your
daughter a positive environment where she will improve
her individual soccer skills, learn to be a team player and
develop character.

EXCEPTIONAL TRAINING AND PHILOSOPHY

Pursuit’s training philosophy instills a love for the game
and emphasizes balance and decision making. The gitls
are taught the skills necessaty to be successful individual
players as well as the team tactics necessary to be
successful team players. Decision making on the field is
taught and encouraged starting immediately at the U11
level.

Pursuit teams are trained as individual teams - one team
with one trainer. They are not trained with multiple
teams together on the same field. Training as individual

teams builds team unity and allows the trainer to focus
on the needs of the particular team. The trainer will
tailor the training session to cotrect problem areas of
the individual players and the team, while preparing for
the upcoming opponent.  This also allows for
consistency in the training message, a closer relationship
between player and trainer, and more individualized
instruction. Teams are trained by another trainer from
the club on a rotational basis at least once per month,
but still with the one team/one trainer method.

Training sessions incorporate a small player-to-trainer
ratio — typically 15 or 16 to 1. This offers all of the
advantages of smaller classrooms which have become
law in our public schools and are so desirable in private
universities.  Your daughter gets the attention and
training you are paying for, which is critical to her long
term development as a soccer player.

New Pursuit U1l1 teams are placed in divisions that are
appropriate for their beginning skill level. If, in the
trainer’s professional opinion, a team is a Division II
level team, they will enter the Division 1I league. This
gives these players time to improve their skills while
building confidence. It gives the teams and gitls the
greatest chance for success in the long term.

The Pursuit training methodology develops great
individual skills, instills a love for the game and creates
great team cohesiveness. This keeps the girls coming
back year after year, allowing the gitls to grow to their
full potential as athletes and as people. Pursuit teams
return year after year and rise steadily upward through
the divisions of play over time.

The clubs long term success shows in the fact that last
year over 95% of Pursuit soccer players chose to try out
and were selected to play for their high school soccer
teams. Older Pursuit teams play in college showcase
tournaments to exhibit the talent of the girls to college
recruiters resulting in soccer scholarship offers to major
universities for many of the players.

THE FACTS

Pursuit is a gitls-only club, so gitls come first. All
practices are conducted at convenient Meyer Park,
which is a top-notch soccer park that is centrally located
for the Northwest Houston soccer community.

Pursuit teams have grown in quantity and caliber since
the club’s inception 12 years ago. In compatison to
other clubs in the Houston area, Pursuit is about
average in size with 14 teams. The 14 teams are split
almost evenly between Division One (the highest level
of youth soccer), Super 11, and Division II.

The Pursuit board of directors is comprised of
volunteer parents, most of whom are coaches of Pursuit
teams. With input from the professional trainers,
decisions are made that allow the club to maintain a
healthy balance between the demands of select soccer
and everyday life.
